THIS DATE IN HISTORY
1933 Loch Ness Monster Sighted: Although accounts of an aquatic beast living in Scotland’s Loch Ness date back 1,500 years, the modern legend of the Loch Ness Monster is born when a sighting makes local news on May 2, 1933. The newspaper Inverness Courier related an account of a local couple who claimed to have seen “an enormous animal rolling and plunging on the surface.” The story of the “monster” (a moniker chosen by the Courier editor) became a media phenomenon, with London newspapers sending correspondents to Scotland and a circus offering a 20,000 British pound-reward for capture of the beast.

1926 Transatlantic fax: The first drawing to be faxed successfully across the Atlantic Ocean was transmitted on May 2, 1926. The fax, a sketch of Ambassador Alanson Bigelow Houghton by Augustus John, was sent from London to The New York Times offices in New York. The transmission took about an hour.
2002 AVRDC recovers from its first Open House—Host Day: AVRDC scientists and staff get back to normal life after having staged the Center’s first-ever Open House—Host Day. While there were several complaints of stress, there were thankfully no reports of violence in the preparation leading up to the big event.
