ait new schedule of fees for services 
The American Institute in Taiwan (AIT) has recently announced that it has revised the Schedule of Fees for Services. Of greatest immediate impact is the nonimmigrant visa application fee, which will increase from NT$1500 to NT$2300. The new schedule will be effective 1 June 2002, when fees for consular services, except passport services, will change. U.S. passport related fees will be revised effective 19 August 2002. Nonimmigrant visa applicants whose fee receipts show the NT$1500 fee as paid prior to the June 1 effective date will not be required to pay the NT$2300 fee.
