THIS DATE IN HISTORY

14 June 1951, UNIVAC Computer Dedicated: The U.S. Census Bureau dedicates UNIVAC, the world’s first commercially produced electronic digital computer. UNIVAC, which stood for Universal Automatic Computer, was developed by J. Presper Eckert and John Mauchly, makers of ENIAC, the first general-purpose electronic digital computer. These giant computers, which used thousands of vacuum tubes for computation, were the forerunners of today’s digital computers.
And yesterday, history saw this occur:  

13 June 1900: China’s Boxer Rebellion Begins: Violence erupted in Beijing on this day as the secret Chinese society, called Yihequan (Righteous and Harmonious Fists) and also known as the Boxers, began a protest which opposed foreign influence in China. The group was named for their martial arts training, which included the belief that they were impervious to bullets. The rampage against “foreign devils” included the murder of Christians and Europeans and the burning of several buildings under the rallying call “uphold the Qing dynasty and exterminate the foreigners.” The rebellion eventually escalated to include the seizure of the residences of foreign diplomats. At that point, an eight-nation international armed force intervened to quash the Boxer uprising.
