WORLD FINAL SEES GERMANY TAKE ON BRAZIL
This year’s World Cup final match has come! Showing that their opening round 8-0 demolition of Saudi Arabia was proof that they meant business, the Germans will take on a Brazilian side which plans to erase the memory of their loss in the final match four years ago against France. THIS DATE IN HISTORY

28 June 1919 Keynes predicts economic chaos: At the Palace of Versailles outside Paris, Germany signs the Treaty of Versailles with the Allies, officially ending World War I. The English economist John Maynard Keynes, who had attended the peace conference but then left in protest of the treaty, was one of the most outspoken critics of the punitive agreement. In his The Economic Consequences of the Peace, published in December 1919, Keynes predicted that the stiff war reparations and other harsh terms imposed on Germany by the treaty would lead to the financial collapse of the country, which in turn would have serious economic and political repercussions on Europe and the world.

28 June 1914 Archduke Ferdinand assassinated: In an event that is widely regarded as sparking the outbreak of World War I, Archduke Franz Ferdinand, heir to the Austro-Hungarian empire, is shot to death along with his wife by a Serbian nationalist in Sarajevo, Bosnia. Ferdinand had been inspecting his uncle's imperial armed forces in Bosnia and Herzegovina, despite the threat of Serbian nationalists who wanted the Austrian possessions to join newly independent Serbia.

And yesterday (27 June) was an important date for two Asian nations...

1932 Thailand proclaimed a constitutional monarchy: In June 1932, during the reign of King Prajadhipok, a small group of Thai military and political leaders organized a successful revolt against the government, which was till then an absolute monarchy. The insurgents, led by Pridi Phanomyong and Colonel Phibun Songgram, proclaimed a constitutional monarchy on this day.
1871 New currency for Japan: On this day in 1871, the yen was established as Japan’s official monetary unit, as part of a sweeping currency reform plan adopted by the country’s new Meiji government. The reform initiative was designed to simplify the complicated monetary system of the Edo Period. All coins in the new monetary system appeared similar to western coins and the gold standard was adopted. A mint was founded at Osaka to issue the new currency.
