Dr. Lumpkin is at present Chairman of the Department of Crop and Soil Sciences and Professor of Agronomy at Washington State University, USA. He also serves as Professor in Asian Studies. He obtained his PhD in Agronomy at the University of Hawaii. Research for his degree was undertaken in China at the Zhejiang Academy of Agricultural Sciences under sponsorship by the U.S. National Academy of Sciences. He has lived for over eight years in China, India, Japan and the Philippines. From Washington State University, where he has worked since 1983, he managed cooperative research and outreach programs linking laboratories and field sites around the world, including Africa and Latin America. He enjoys an international reputation as an expert on East Asian vegetable production systems and on the biology of a range of Asian vegetables such as azuki, vegetable soybean and wasabi. He has cooperated in the past with AVRDC and with a number of CGIAR centers, and has a strong record in fund-raising for international programs. He is a citizen of the United States. Dr. Lumpkin possesses the experience, the skills, the style and the commitment that are needed to make an outstanding Director General of AVRDC. We wish him the best as the head of the Center.
