NEWS FROM THE AVRDC GOODWILL CLUB

In the 15 March Newsletter we reported that two representatives of the AVRDC Goodwill Club, Mrs. Irene Tsou, Chairperson, and Dr. Samson Tsou visited and presented NT$5,000 in humanitarian aid to the family of Mrs. Chao Chen-ho (age 72) in Yen-shui, Tainan County on 24 February. Mrs. Tsou expressed that this is the most tragic of all cases with which the Goodwill Club has ever met. To update those concerned with this case, Mrs. Tsou visited the family again on Sunday, 29 September accompanied by Messrs. Boumchamh Komboungnasith from Laos and Dany Heany from Cambodia. In addition to NT$3,000, Mrs. Tsou also brought some daily necessities and used clothes to the elderly woman and her family. At present, her son (age 50) who is mentally disabled, has been discharged from the hospital from an earlier and sudden cerebral hemorrhage. He is taking therapy and recovering at home. The family greatly appreciates the AVRDC Goodwill Club’s kindness and assistance.
